It must also have regard to the efficient use of resources 

(particularly the grants provided by the State), the public     

interest in the affairs of the school and accountability to       

students, parents and the community. The Board must also 

uphold the characteristic spirit (ethos) of the school and is   

accountable to the patron for so doing.
