• Gaelscoil Thaobh na Coille is a co-educational catholic All-Irish school.  

• The school functions in accordance with the usual rules of the Department of Education & Skills.

 Lán-Ghaeilge. All children, irrespective of linguistic, social, religious background or nationality are 

 welcome in the school. 

• The school has a Catholic ethos. However we welcome children of other beliefs to our school. 

• The school is a non-fee paying school which is run with the financial assistance of the Department 

 of Education & Skills. However we do encourage parents and friends of the school to participate 

 and support fund-raising events that supplement the costs of development and the day to day running 

 of the school.

The school opened its doors on the 4 th of     

 September 1995 in the grounds of De La Salle Palmerston Rugby Club in Kilternan, Co. Dublin. 

• Gaelscoil Thaobh na Coille gained official recognition from the Department of Education & Science 

 in March 1998. 

• On the 1st of September 2009 we moved into our permanent school building in Belarmine  Estate, 

 Stepaside. This new two-storey, 16 classroom building is bright and spacious, has big classrooms 

 and proper facilities for children & teachers alike, multi-purpose rooms and an assembly hall.   

• The school developed one extra class a year until the school become a full two-stream school in 

 September 2016. 

 

School Philosophy 

In Gaelscoil Thaobh na Coille we strive to create a positive learning environment in which due regard is 

paid to the intellectual, physical, social, emotional and spiritual development of the child. Where the Irish 

language is central not only to the learning process, as the language of instruction but also as the       

language of communication amongst teachers, children, management and parents / guardians (where 

possible).

• We ask parents and everyone who is involved with the school to help us as we strive to create our 

own ‘Gaeltacht’ in the school and in our locality. 

 

• We would encourage the use of Irish at home whenever possible – it doesn’t matter if it only includes 

a ‘cúpla focal’, short phrases or the odd sentence here and there. A positive attitude towards Irish in 

the home as well as in school, is of great help to us and to the child attending our school. 

 

• If a parent / guardian wishes to speak with the class teacher during class time, we ask that they to do 

so “as Gaelige”.

The School Hot Lunches Programme is in place in school. Nourish & Green provide fresh, wholesome 

handmade meals that are free from artificial colours and flavours. The children bring a small snack of 

fruit & vegetables and a drink from home for’ lón beag’. This snack is eaten before ‘lón beag’ at 10:30 

and the hot lunch is eaten after playtime at 12:30. 

 

Pupils are not allowed to share their lunches (for health reasons). 

 

Nuts & foods containing nuts are not allowed in school & should not be sent in to school for lunch as 

several children in the school suffer from severe nut allergies.

Break Times 

 The pupils have two breaks during the day. A ten minute break at 10.30 a.m. and a thirty minute break at 

12..15. The children eat their lunch before going out to play. 

 

School Text Books  

The free primary schoolbooks scheme provides free schoolbooks for all children in recognised primary 

schools. 

The scheme  includes all schoolbooks, workbooks and stationary materials.  

Parents are no longer be required to make any contribution towards the cost of schoolbooks,    Including 

the cost of workbooks and copybooks.  

All schoolbooks remain the property of the school and are given on loan to pupils for the duration of the 

school year and must be returned to the school at the end of the year. 

School books are generally left in school with the exception of readers and books the pupil may need to 

complete his/her homework. 

 

School Bill 

A School Bill is issued for each pupil in June to cover the cost of Educational equipment & sundries not 

included under the Free Books Scheme. 

The School Bill covers the cost of  items such as Photocopying, Arts and Crafts Materials, Pupil Personal 

Accident Insurance and other sundries  

Parents / guardians are asked to pay the ‘School Bill’ in June  preceding  the new school year.

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Admission’s Policy 

 

Gaelscoil Thaobh na Coille was founded to serve parents in the area who wished their children to be 

educated through the medium of Irish. In the allocation of school places preference is given therefore to 

children who are being brought up through  the  medium of Irish. 

 

This Admission Policy complies with the requirements of the Education Act 1998, the Education 

(Admission to Schools) Act 2018 and the Equal Status Act 2000.  

 
Admission of Students 
This school shall admit each student seeking admission except where: 

• the school is oversubscribed (please see section 6 below for further details) 

• a parent of a student, when required by the principal in accordance with section 23(4) of the Educa-
tion (Welfare) Act 2000, fails to confirm in writing that the code of behaviour of the school is ac-
ceptable to him or her and that he or she shall make all reasonable efforts to ensure compliance with 
such code by the student 

 
Applicaion for Admission 
Applications for a place in junior infants with be accepted in the autumn priair to the  year the child  

intends starting school. The relevant dates and timelines for Gaelscoil Thaobh na Coille’s admission 

process are set out in the school’s annual admission notice which is published annually on the school’s 

website at least one week before the commencement of the admission process for the school year       

concerned. 
 
Admission Requirement for Junior Infants: Applicants for junior infants must be at least 4 years of age 
before the 1st September for the year for which they are applying. 
 
Oversubscription  
In the event that the school is oversubscribed, the school will, when deciding on applications for admis-
sion, apply the following selection criteria in the order listed below to those applications that are re-
ceived within the timeline for receipt of applications as set out in the school’s annual admission notice:  

  

 

The Board of Management will determine the number of children to be enrolled in junior infants on a 

yearly basis. The school’s enrolment will be taken into consideration in taking this decision.

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School activities: 

Learning Support Teaching 
Our learning support teachers work with pupils with Special Educational Needs or with pupils who are 

experiencing  educational difficulties & would benefit from a bit of support with their reading or maths. 

They may be working in partnership with the classroom teacher inside the classroom or with groups or 

individual students withdrawn from the classroom. 

Special Needs Assistants 
SNA’s assist and support pupils with varying disabilities and additional needs by providing necessary non

-teaching services. This includes helping with daily activities, personal care, and ensuring that pupils can 

access the curriculum effectively.  

Traditional Music Band 

The school has a traditional music band who come together and practice once a week during lunchtimes. 

This takes place under the direction and instruction of teachers who do this work in their own time. 
 

National Children’s Choir 
Gaelscoil Thaobh na Coille is affiliated to the National Children’s Choir. The National Children’s Choir 

is a biennial school-based choral experience for primary school children. Pupils in 5th & 6th learn a rep-

ertoire of songs which they then perform in a massed choir of pupils from all over Dublin & Ireland.   
 

Hurling/Football 

A G.A.A. coach from Naomh Ólafs comes to the school once a week (during school time ) to teach      

hurling/football to the children.

Swimming lessons are organised (as part of Physical Education) during school hours for the pupils of 1st 

to 3rd  class.  Each class attends a block of 8/9 lessons per year. There is a extra cost for same. 
 

After school activities: 

Football & Hurling Training 
Football and hurling training for the senior pupils is carried out after school hours. The teams participate 

in leagues organised by Cumann na mBunscol. This training depends on  the goodwill of teachers who 

are willing to undertake this voluntary work in their own time. 
 

Music Tuition 

Scoil Cheoil Thaobh na Coille offers instrumental music classes on the school premises on Monday after-

noons (violin, flute, guitar, etc. - instruments taught may vary from year to year).  

 

Club Spraoi  

The Club Spraoi/Homework Club is available after school for students from R1 to R6. The Club Spraoi 

takes place from 14:30 to 16:00 Monday to Thursday.
